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Mother, Be Kind! Be Caring!
We are all truly limited in our psychic energy. For us to identify with more than our family, our
close friends and relatives is humanly speaking quite impossible. What then is the expectation
of our God in regard to the rest of the human race when He asks us “to love our neighbor
as we love ourselves” and, beyond that: “to love our neighbor as He has loved us”? Is the
Lord asking for the heroic, the impossible?

What truly is it that our God wants from us to meet His demands of Christian charity and
love? What is the best word to fulfill His command to love?

He makes it clear what He wants in regard to Himself.  “If you love Me, keep My commandments!”
 But, how about His command to us relative to other people who inhabit the globe with us
at this particular moment in history, including our enemies?

Some may ask that we show sympathy to them; but sympathy is a word generally reserved
in our culture to the funeral home: “You have my prayers and my sympathy!” Maybe a better
word to direct our feeling to a hurting person is compassion. Compassion is the same word
as sympathy with Latin roots; sympathy has Greek roots.

Sometimes a compassionate person might give the impression that he has it altogether when
the focus of his compassion is directed to those striving to pull it altogether. If anybody thinks
he has it altogether, he may soon forget where he has put it. The memory goes for all of us
sooner or later even without the onslaught of dementia or Alzheimer’s.

I am convinced that the best English word to express the law of love right now is the good
old Anglo-Saxon word: KINDNESS.

Kindness has done more for the up building of the Kingdom of God than all zeal, eloquence,
and learning; and all three of these have done nothing without kindness.

Kindness is a language the dumb can speak and the deaf can hear. Kindness is treating
other people better than they really deserve and it costs nothing! If you were brought to trial
for being a Christian and the charge against you was your kindness, would there be enough
evidence to convict you?

Is kindness related to the German word for child: Das Kind? Can it be associated with our
kith and kin, our kindred?

Kindness begins with kind thinking. If I think kindly thoughts I will speak kindly words and I
will do kindly deeds; although Father Faber notes: “Kindly thoughts are more rare than kindly
words or kindly deeds though they cost less.”

Is kindness in marriage and in the home enough? Can we be satisfied with just kindness?
How do we activate our kindness?

The activation of kindness is CARING. With whatever time, strength, and energy we have,
ask the Lord for the grace of a caring heart. Come to the aid of the person hurting and in
need with whatever help the Lord allows you to offer. Put yourself in his-her shoes.

CARING is what makes kindness living - - what makes it stay alive.



Our God Has No Grandchildren!
We are all His children. Each baptized child at the age of reason (five, six, seven
years of age) is given the choice to remain a child of God. This ongoing choice
challenges us until death. At death the choice to believe hopefully becomes the
beatific vision: the face-to-face viewing of our God for all eternity in the embrace
of His eternal love. During our lifetime this choice is renewed and strengthened
with every prayer we pray. The prayer for an increase of faith is always answered
because it is always good for us. Remember: to pray is to believe; to believe is
to pray. Jesus says, “Pray always!”

I can help to strengthen the faith of others by my teaching, my prayers and my
example but I cannot believe for them. Their faith is always their own choice.
Everyone must do his own exercise; no one can do my exercise for me. I cannot
delegate it to another.

A mother can bring her child to the Lord and provide the best possible upbringing
and training, but this child may reject all the Christian formation of his youth to
follow the beat of another drummer. This is a common occurrence these days
in our culture of death. Should we blame the parents?

It is commonly accepted that a child generally follows the faith of his father.
Hence, the father in the domestic church of the family must be encouraged to
assume the spiritual leadership in the family, especially through family prayer.

Let the father of the family also be invited to teach the children to pray and to
pray with them. What a powerful experience this presence to the children! Once
children have a wholesome image of a believing and faith-filled Dad it is normal
for them to accept their heavenly and spiritual Father.

This is a team effort on the part of both parents. It requires constant vigilance
and prudent input to prepare the child for the responsibility of his maturing years.
In the final analysis, the son or daughter chooses God or rejects Him. Our God
has no grandchildren!

There is only one sadness
 in life: not to be a saint. A
saint is someone who loves
God very much; but who,
even before that, a saint is
someone who is absolutely
convinced that God loves
him/her.

I will be unhappy to
the degree that these
qualities are not found in me.
And that makes my Mother
unhappy too.

How it hurts for a Mother to
see her child unhappy! How
can a child be happy who
turns away from God and
His holy will? He is God’s
child too!

Mother Love is the finger that
points us to the God who
loves us perfectly and
unconditionally.

How blessed we are in our
Mothers and in God our
Father! And in our heaven-
ly Mother Mary too!
